All players
will be expected to referee / mark matches. One match after their match.

Tournament Committee reserves the right of refusing any entry without giving any
reasons. The decision of the Tournament Committee will, in all matters, will be final
including discipline and match adjudication.

Copies of the draws and each days programme will be pasted on the notice board at the
squash court.
